Not 
only in the Netherlands, but also in the rest of Europe and 
worldwide. Papendal has become known as the most 
challenging Kyokushin camp in the world.  
Together we are searching and pushing our limits both 
physically and mentally in the spirit of OSU and training just in 
the Kyokushin way as Sosai ment Kyokushin to be.

According to the KWF rules about dan degree exams you have to 
bring the necessary documents: authorization to do exam from 
your teacher, first aid certificate, judge or referee certificate, your 
Kyokushin passport, lifetime membership card and 2 passport 
sized photograph in dogi.
